Advice for teachers

Developing the evaluation report

Remind students that they need to complete the Evaluation/critiquing worksheet and Issues worksheet and then develop an evaluation report that discusses the following:
· the effectiveness of the design solution in addressing the challenge as outlined in the design brief

· the appropriateness of the design solution for the specified audience

· ways in which society, ethics and the environment can impact on the design solution

· ways in which the design solution can be modified to better address the brief as well as issues that impact on society, ethics and the environment 

· the effectiveness of the processes followed

· ways in which the processes could be modified to be more effective. 

It would be useful for students to hand in both their Evaluation/critiquing worksheet and their Issues worksheet. Although they are expected to incorporate this information into their report, the teacher’s access to their preparation for the report will provide insights into their skills and understanding.
Clarify what presentation methods students will use, eg:

· oral presentation

· written

· graphic

· combination of several, eg a written report with some photographs of the product and processes, Microsoft PowerPoint presentation with digital photographs, a poster with drawings and text etc.

Teachers are encouraged to allow students some choice in this. If students are completing oral presentations, the time allowed for presentations needs to be clarified.
