Designing reflective prompts

Prompts can be designed to encourage students to reflect on:

· the knowledge they already have which might help them in a new situation or with a new topic

· Where have I heard about this before?

· What do I already know about this topic?

· the learning process as a whole and how they engage with it

· What strategies best help me to remember what I’ve read?

· What strategies do I use when I get into difficulties?
· previous schoolwork which they can draw on in a new situation

· How is this like something I’ve done before?

· What can I recall about a previous process that might help me with this one?

· the progress they have made

· What do I understand?

· What do I still need to understand?

· the learning that they still need to do in order to improve performance or reach designated standards and what might help them in that learning
· How can I improve? What steps will I take?
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
