1. Performing media/tone colour: List the performing media used in the music. Comment on the way that tone colour is used to create or enhance the role of the music. (Does it stay the same throughout or change?)


	2. Duration: Describe features of the rhythmic structure and feel of the music (eg fast tempo, short note values used to create sense of excitement).


	3. Pitch: Does the music use an identifiable theme or melodic motif? If so, what is the role of this theme or motif? Is there a wide or narrow range of pitch? Is it high or low? Where does it change?


	4. Dynamics: Are there changes in relative loudness and softness? What is the dramatic effect?


	5. Texture: How many layers of sound are there in the music?


	6. Structure: Are there repeated sections, motifs or patterns? Is there a climax? How does the structure of the music relate to the structure of the film excerpt?
