Student instructions for film music assessment task

Listening component

Select one film either from the provided list or in negotiation with your teacher. 

From your selected film, choose three excerpts that represent three different types of film music. 

Your task is to analyse each excerpt in terms of: 

· the role the music plays in the sequence (eg titles music, character theme). Refer to the ‘Types of film music’ sheet to help you.

· the use of music concepts and compositional devices, and their relationship to the music’s role in the film sequence.

(Complete a ‘Film music listening outline’ for each excerpt. This will help you in the preparation for your oral presentation.)

Present your findings in an oral presentation to the class that includes audio and/or video examples to illustrate your point of view.

You  may work in pairs or groups on this part of the task, but each student must participate in the oral presentation. 

Notes:

· The film sequence/s you select should be no more than two minutes in length. 

· The oral presentation should be about four to five minutes in length. 

Composition component

Working in small groups of two to four people, you will:

· use ‘found’ sounds, eg vocal sounds, standard instruments and/or other sound sources to create a short work of music (up to two minutes in length) to underscore a video sequence (without sound) provided by the teacher 

· present your composition by one of the following ways:

· performing along with the video

· recording the work and synchronising the recording with the video. 

Present a composer’s statement prior to performing the work. This statement should outline your use of musical concepts for particular purposes in relation to the film sequence and the particular role of music in the sequence. (Each group will prepare and present one statement.) The assessment will be a group assessment. Members of the group should be prepared to answer questions put to them by the teacher.
